CONSTITUTION AND BYLAWS
Article I—Name

The official name of this organization shall be “Business Professionals of America‑Alumni.”

Article II—Purposes

The purposes of this organization are:

To develop support, loyalty, and service to vocational and career/technical, business and office education programs.

To develop support, loyalty, and service to all levels of Business Professionals of America.

To promote personal and professional growth among members of Business Professionals of America.

To develop respect for the dignity of work.

Article III—Organization

Section 1
The operation of the Business Professionals of America‑Alumni shall be vested in the Business Professionals of America‑Alumni Administrative Assembly under the direction of the Business Professionals of America Board of Trustees.

Section 2
The Administrative Assembly shall consist of each registered Alumni member present at an officially called meeting.

Section 3
The Executive Committee shall consist of:

President, President-Elect, Secretary, and Alumni Representative to the Business Professionals of America Board. The President-Elect and Secretary shall be elected from the members of the Administrative Assembly, with the President-Elect succeeding the outgoing President after his/her term of office.

The Alumni Representative to the Business Professionals of America Board shall be elected for a three‑year term by the Business Professionals of America, Inc. from nominations submitted by the Administrative Assembly.
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Section 4
The President shall preside over all meetings of the Administrative Assembly, make committee appointments when necessary, prepare agendas, and make him/herself available as necessary in promoting the general welfare of the Business Professionals of America and Business Professionals of America-Alumni.

The President-Elect shall serve in the absence of the President and shall perform such duties as the President may direct.

The Secretary shall issue in conjunction with the national staff, notices of all official meetings, record and distribute copies of the Administrative Assembly minutes, maintain all policy changes in the official Business Professionals of America‑Alumni Handbook, and perform such duties as the President may direct.

The Alumni Representative to the Business Professionals of America Board shall represent the Alumni Division on the Business Professionals of America Board of Trustees. The representative shall report to the Administrative Assembly highlights of the Business Professionals of America Board’s activities.

Section 5
There shall be an annual conference held every spring for the purpose of transacting business of the Business Professionals of America‑Alumni.

Section 6
There shall be at least one (1) member or an ex‑officio member of the Business Professionals of America Board of Trustees, as so determined by the Business Professionals of America Board of Trustees, to be appointed as advisor(s) to the Administrative Assembly. This appointment is subject to the approval by the Administrative Assembly within one year of the appointment.

Article IV—Membership

Section 1
Membership in the Business Professionals of America‑Alumni shall consist of the following types:

a. Active Members must pay dues as established by the Business Professionals of America‑Alumni Administrative Assembly and approved by the Business Professionals of America Board of Trustees. They will be eligible to hold a national office, serve as a voting delegate, or to otherwise represent his/her state association in national Business Professionals of America‑Alumni affairs.

b. Life Members shall be active members for whom life membership dues have been received. These members must pay dues as established by the Business Professionals of America‑Alumni Administrative Assembly and approved by the Business Professionals of America Board of Trustees.

c. Honorary Life Members may be individuals approved by the Executive Committee of the division, the Administrative Assembly and the Business Professionals of America Board of Trustees.
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Section 2
Business Professionals of America‑Alumni will recognize individual memberships through any Business Professionals of America chartered group, Business Professionals of America Board of Trustees, or through the Business Professionals of America National Center.

Section 3 
Membership year shall be September 1 through August 31 inclusive.

Article V—Meetings

Section 1
Association meetings shall be held annually and shall be called the National Alumni Conference. Formal notification of the association meetings will be sent out sixty (60) days prior to the scheduled meeting. Meeting of the Administrative Assembly and Executive Committee will be held at the discretion of the Executive Committee.

Section 2
A quorum shall consist of a majority of the registered members.

Article VI—Amendments

Amendments shall be proposed to the Administrative Assembly. The Administrative Assembly shall submit the amendment(s) to the Business Professionals of America Board of Trustees for approval.

Article VII—Dues

Section 1
The members of Business Professionals of America‑Alumni shall pay dues as established by the Administrative Assembly, and approved by the Business Professionals of America Board of Trustees.

Section 2
Membership dues shall be paid directly to the National Center.

Section 3
An operating budget shall be submitted annually to the Finance Committee of the Business Professionals of America Board of Trustees. The Business Professionals of America Board of Trustees shall provide for an annual audit and the national staff shall furnish the Administrative Assembly an accounting of funds.

Article VIII—Chartering

The Alumni Division within a state must submit a letter to the Business Professionals of America Board of Trustees, through the Business Professionals of America National Center, requesting the issuance of a charter for the Business Professionals of America state association. Such letter shall include a copy of the Constitution and Bylaws of the state association, a list of state members or local chapters, a list of state officers, a remittance to cover national dues for each member and a charter fee as determined by the Business Professionals of America Board of Trustees.
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
