The NLC is conducted for educational and informational purposes
to disseminate knowledge and ideas; to encourage communica-
tion; and to promote products and career information. Business
Professionals of America (BPA) reserves the right to screen prod-
ucts and services for appropriateness. Application for booth space
must be made on the printed form provided by BPA.

Cancellation of Table Space

If cancellation or reduction of space is made prior to February 15,
2012, 50% of the total space rental fee will be retained by BPA.

If cancellation of table space is made after February 15, 2012,
100% of the booth space fee will be retained as liquidated dam-
ages. Noatification of cancellation must be made in writing to BPA.
The date of receipt of the cancellation letter will be the official can-
cellation date. If for any cause beyond the control of BPA—such
as, but not limited to, the destruction of the facilities by an act of
God, the public enemy, terrorism, authority of the law, fire or other
force of nature—the agreement shall be considered terminated
and any payments made by the college shall be refunded to the
representative less expenses incurred by BPA.
